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How do you charge a solar panel?

Make sure the solar panel is getting enough sunlight first; if it is shaded, it will
need more electricity to recharge the battery. Also, connect the solar panel's
positive lead to the battery's positive terminal and the panel's negative lead
to the battery's negative terminal.
