How do I install solar panels?

Ground-mounted panels can be installed anywhere with good sun exposure
and enough open space. A minimum of 350 square feet is usually required.
Installing solar panels requires the following steps: Plan the solar energy
system based on the home’s size, location and energy needs. Measure, cut
and assemble the support structure for the solar array.

Begin by
consulting a structural engineer or a certified solar installer to evaluate your
roof’s condition and suitability for solar panels. 

How do you install a solar inverter?

Depending on your design, Start by wiring the panels together in series or
parallel. Now, connect the panels to the inverter. It converts the direct current
(DC) electricity generated by the panels into usable alternating current (AC)
power. For grid-tied systems, integrate the inverter with your home’s main
electrical panel.

Portable solar panels can be set up and plugged into a compatible portable
power station in minutes. Rooftop solar panel installations require significantly
more planning and work, but most modern systems can be set up by someone
with basic to intermediate DIY skills.
