When exploring the Battery Storage industry in Taiwan, several key
considerations stand out. The Taiwanese government actively supports the
renewable energy sector, particularly through policies aimed at increasing
energy storage capacity to enhance grid stability and support the integration
of intermittent energy sources like solar and wind.

Which energy storage technology providers are active in Taiwan?

Several energy storage technology providers, such as Fluence, flow battery
manufacturer Invinity and NHOA, are active in the market. It is worth noting
that the Taiwan energy storage market is set to become a focus for Billion
Electric with plans to develop 1.2GWh local battery system production
capacity.

How many MW of battery-based energy storage will Taiwan have by 20257
Taiwan aims to accumulate a total of 590 MW of battery-based energy storage
by 2025, with a target of 160 MW managed and procured by state-owned
Taiwan Power Company (TPC), and 430MW to be developed via private-sector,
independently operated storage facilities.

What has recharge power achieved in Taiwan's energy storage sector?
Recharge Power has achieved several firsts in Taiwan's energy storage sector,
including: construction of the largest civilian BESS project of 200MW/335MWh.
introduced voltage control functions at the Zhongli project site.

As the world embraces carbon reduction goals and the transition to new

energy, the Battery Cell and Module Plant will serve as a key cornerstone in
Taiwan’s new energy industry development.
