What are the major energy projects in Ethiopia?

In the energy sector, Ethiopia's major projects include the Great Ethiopian
Renaissance Dam (6000MW), Gilgel-gibe Ill (1,870MW), and Genale Dawa llI
(254MW) hydropower projects. Additionally, there are the Adama and
Ashegoda wind power projects.

Why is EV development important in Ethiopia?

Supporting the domestic development of EVs is crucial to Ethiopia's strategic
goals after it last year became the first country in the world to ban all imports
of fuel-powered vehicles. Measured by power generation capacity, the GERD is
the 15th biggest hydro-electric dam in the world.

How many people in Ethiopia lack electricity?

Around 45 per cent of Ethiopia's 130 million people lack electricity, according
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to World Bank data, and frequent blackouts in the capital Addis Ababa force
businesses and households to rely on generators. Ethiopia‘'s PM Abiy Ahmed
said the construction of the dam represented a remarkable feat. (Reuters:
