What voltage is 230V in France?

In France, the voltage is 230V with a frequency of 50Hz, so make sure your
devices are compatible. The common plug types are C and E, so it's advisable
to bring a plug adapter. For common electronic devices like phones and
laptops, check their voltage range to ensure safe usage.

Do | need a voltage converter in France?

France's standard voltage is 230V with 50Hz frequency. If your device is
labeled "100-240V 50/60Hz", you only need a plug adapter. If the device only
supports single voltage (like 110V or 220V devices), you'll need a voltage
converter to protect your device from damage.

Do you need a travel adapter in France?

In France, they use Type C and E power plugs and outlets. The voltage is

230V, and the frequency is 50Hz. So, you’ll need a travel adapter in France.
Their plugs and outlets are different from the Type A and B ones we use back
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in the States. Need a travel adapter?

These regulations ensure that the power infrastructure is not only safe but
also consistent across the country. In France, the alternating current (AC) is
the norm, and the supply frequency stands at the European standard of 50
